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In developing this proj-
ect, Black Women of Yalo-
busha County, I have writ-
ten to at least 25 churches in 
the county.  I have reached 
out to my high school class-
mates, cousins and friends 
soliciting their support. As 
shared in a previous article 
I continue to receive com-
ments and encouragement 
from a wide range of read-
ers and other individuals.  
The total responses have 
been overwhelming, and 
my heart overflows.  The 
project is rapidly devel-
oping and growing larg-
er than I ever imagined.  I 
hope you will continue to 
join me on this journey.

While the purpose of the 
project is to honor black 
women of Yalobusha, past 
and present, who have had 
a positive impact on the 
community, as Veterans 
Day approaches I want to 
share letters that my broth-
er, Floyd Alfred Chapman, 
wrote to our mother, Helen, 
from Vietnam.  

If my memory serves me 
correct, he was drafted in 
the Army while working in 
Davenport Iowa, sometime 
after his high school grad-
uation in 1967.  He found 
himself in the military with 
three first cousins, brothers, 
E.L Chapman (Army), Ron-
nie/Raymond Chapman 
(Army) and Willie James 
Chapman (Marines).  

Perhaps these letters 
prompt us to reflect, par-
ticularly during this time 
when America is so di-
vided, and we are literally 
days away from the mid-
term elections.  I love and 
respect our veterans and 
our country and always 
will regardless of the issues 
that so often now are misin-
terpreted, misrepresented 
and are pulling us apart.  

My oldest son is a sec-
ond lieutenant in the Army 
married to a sergeant in the 
Air Force.  My middle son 
completed four years at 
West Point Military Acade-

my.  I have a host of friends 
and second cousins active, 
disabled and retired mili-
tary.  I thank them and all 
veterans and active duty 
personnel.  

Reprinted below are two 
letters written by my broth-
er, (Gabby): 

April 17, 1969
Dear Mother, 
How is life? don’t never be 

worrying about me. If any-
thing bad happen to me the 
Red Cross will let you know. 
I just got a little cut or nick it 
was not bad enough to worry 
about. I just told Aunt Mary 
Hester something to be talking 
about. I just got all of the pic-
tures and was they nice. I am 

still showing them to peoples. 
They was real nice send some 
more if you have the chance. 

I could use 2 box too. Tell 
daddy to send me a picture of 
him. All the boys want to see a 
picture of him and his little red 
truck.  Your car is pretty. I want 
forget you on Mother’s Day.

Excerpts from a second let-
ter:

Hello Mother how is ev-
erything I am fine, don’t have 
much time, am a little sleepy. 
I been sitting up here arguing 
with a boy about the Church 

of Christ. Today is the 18th I 
know you are getting ready 
for Christmas. On Christmas 
Day at 12 o’clock you send up 
a prayer for me and I will do 
the same at the same time how 
did you like my pictures. To-
day we walk 4 miles in about 
30 or 40 minutes to help a 
company out I was point man 
and I really made them boys 
behind me walk. When we get 
there jets had kill most of them 

Page 2: they had drop 
booms on them and we caught 
8 and they gave up without a 

fight I was glad of that 
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too much now will send you 
extra money the last of this 
mt. Do what you want with 
it Keep your car in good shape 
I will send the church some 
money soon I would give a 
million dollars to see Tomie 
kids now Well this is about 
all for now. O yes! I dream 
the other night that daddy and 
Mr. Edd Wright came over 
here (Smile) but daddy was 
not looking well. tell him to 
drink some milk for me 

wish I was there (Floyd) 
Merry Christmas.

It had been a while since 
I read these letters, and 
again I come away with 
even more mixed emotions.  
As you see, Gabby was not 
great with punctuation and 
grammar.  I had forgotten 
about the boxes of canned 
foods and things we mailed 
out almost weekly as I am 
sure most military families, 
organizations and Ameri-
cans also did.  Postage from 
the soldiers was free then, 
and I hope that holds true 
today.  

Gabby and my cousin, 
Ronnie, were able to get 
together while in Vietnam 
for some R & R (rest and re-
laxation).  They both made 
it home with no physical 
injuries and so did E.L. and 
Willie James. However, like 
so many of our Vietnam 
veterans, Gabby and Ron-
nie clearly exhibited mental 
and emotions scars. 

Gabby died the fall of 
my senior year in college, 
1973, of carbon monoxide 
poisoning emitted from a 
television in his apartment 
in Davenport, Iowa.  Ron-
nie left us early as well.  
Rest in peace you guys!
