Beginning in September, 
Ole Miss students in the grad-
uate seminar “Southern Stud-
ies 560: Oral History Methods” 
began the process of inter-
viewing community members 
in Yalobusha County, with the 
goal of helping to document 
and preserve the rich history 
of Yalobusha County’s Black 
families and communities. 
They collaborated with Ms. 
Dottie Chapman Reed, au-
thor of the North Mississippi 
Herald column “Outstanding 
Black Women of Yalobusha 
County” and the generous 
individuals who agreed to be 
interviewed. In their final pre-
sentation, “’All Our Names 
Were Freedom’: Agency, Re-
siliency, and Community,” 
they will share their process, 
stories they heard, and history 
they learned.

Our message Sunday 
was taken from Revelation 
2:9-10 and 1:18. In these 
verses, Jesus guarantees 
that the devil is going to 
bring us trouble. The entire 
book of Revelation speaks 
of specific prophecy. 

However, in a gener-
al sense, these particular 
verses apply to the condi-
tion of our entire lives. The 
devil relentlessly looks for 
ways to separate us from 
God. Jesus says that those 
who endure until the end 
will receive a crown of life. 
To endure is to fight back, 
to resist the devil, to take 
a stand against him dai-
ly. We are not required to 
live in a way that allows 
the devil to defeat us. Je-
sus gives us the authority 
to overcome the devil. He 
has complete authority 
over everything, including 
hell and death. Noting is 
beyond the power of Jesus 
Christ.

One weapon the devil 
is very fond of is his abil-
ity to convince many peo-
ple that they are not wor-
thy to expect God to help 
them. Faith makes a person 
worthy through Jesus and 
there is ultimately nothing 
the devil can do about it. 
Praying, living based on 
faith, and being wiling to 
go to war with the devil is 
God’s will for us. He won’t 
witness us attempting to 
obey His will and respond 
by abandoning us. When 
we face trouble the way He 
intends for us to do it, eter-
nal life is the guaranteed 
result.
